deducted from his or her period of confinement for every day the prisoner served in a city or county jail, 
industrial farm, or road camp. The bill would provide that a prisoner sentenced to state prison who is 
confined in a city or county jail, industrial farm, or road camp may not receive the day for day credit if it 
appears by the record that the prisoner refused to satisfactorily perform labor or failed to satisfactorily 
comply with rules and regulations, as specified. The bill would provide that, for prisoners otherwise in a 
county jail, industrial farm, or road camp, or any city jail, industrial farm, or road camp for a crime 
committed on or after the effective date of this bill, except those subject to the 15% limitation on credits 
noted above, a term of 6 days will be deemed to have been served for every 4 days spent in actual 
custody. Because this bill would change the punishment for crimes, it would impose a state-mandated 
local program. This bill contains other related provisions and other existing laws. 
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Summary: Would amend the California Constitution to also authorize the Supreme Court to transfer a 
cause to a court of appeal when a judgment of death has been pronounced. The measure would require, 
if the Supreme Court transfers a cause concerning a judgment of death to a court of appeal, that the 
Supreme Court review the resulting decision of the court of appeal affirming or reversing that judgment. 
The measure would provide that if the Supreme Court concludes that the decision contains no error 
affecting the judgment, presents no need to secure uniformity of decision, and does not require resolution 
of an important question of law, the Supreme Court may summarily affirm the judgment of the court of 
appeal in an order published in the official reports. The measure would also require that, if the Supreme 
Court determines that summary affirmance is not appropriate, the Supreme Court is required to hold oral 
argument and issue a decision in writing with reasons stated, addressing all or part of the court of 
appeal's decision.  
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
